They interpreted a letter about an ailing Dogwood to be permission to remove the Oak.  A vote was taken to fine the Hannolds:  4 ayes and 1 Emily voted nay.  Art and Irene will file a complaint with the city.  
 
F.  Library trees—Harold, the Librarian had someone look at the trees and they had determined
     the trees were dying from Maple Wilt.  Sue to talk to Harold Dunn, Librarian about the trees.
 
G.  Tree Inventory-Irene said the Historic Society uses South Hunterdon HS student volunteers
      to help with projects.
